EYFS

Nurseries and childminders go above and beyond to enrich children’s early years experiences. The following are not requirements for EYFS delivery, but they provided in the setting and significantly enhance the quality of care and education.
The government funding covers care and education required under the EYFS. It does not include meals, non-food consumables, or enrichment activities. Parents may choose to contribute to the following additional services, but alternative options will always be available so that no child is excluded from accessing their funded hours. All charges for additional services are explained in advance, and parents will always know what is included.

Why This Matters to Parents
Nurseries and childminders invest far more into ensuring children have a rich, high-quality early years’ experience.
Without optional charges for additional services, many of these valuable experiences, trips, learning resources, and comforts would not be possible.
This highlights the huge gap between government funding and what parents actually expect from a high-quality outstanding childcare setting.
Closing statement

The funded hours provided by government cover only the statutory EYFS requirements. They do not cover consumables (such as food, nappies, wipes, sun cream, items above), trips, or enhanced learning opportunities. Parents may choose to contribute towards these services or provide their own alternatives. No child will ever be excluded from their funded place if a parent does not wish to pay for optional extras. The items red are to be provided by the parents where required.
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
